In order to improve the intern skills and working skills of students, to actively enhance the cooperation and interaction between industry and academia, to increase internship opportunities for students, to offer research opportunities for lecturers in the company, to offer lectures by industrial experts on the campus, and to carry out similar cooperative affairs, both parties agree to cooperate and to sign this Memorandum of Understanding, as the basis for the cooperation between both parties:
	Article 1
	The scope of cooperation between both parties includes the following:

3. To carry out lectures with coordinated teaching, Party B will provide industrial experts to assist in teaching students.
4. Other cooperative items upon which Party A and Party B both agree.

	Article 2
	Based on the internship conditions provided by Party B, conduct an initial screening of the internship students and assist in submitting the required documents for applying to Party A's workplace internship, corporate visits, or corporate study activities.

	Article 3
	After further negotiation, both parties shall sign a formal agreement and execute it in accordance with the regulated procedures.

	Article 4
	This Memorandum of Understanding intends to elaborate the inherency and the proposed guidelines for the cooperation. Therefore, the execution of this Memorandum of Understanding will not reduce the autonomy of both parties or cause both parties to limit each other’s rights.

	Article 5
	This Memorandum of Understanding shall enter into force on the date of signature by both parties, and the effective period is for two years from the date of signature. With the consensus of both parties, this Memorandum of Understanding can be amended at any time. Any party that intends to terminate this Memorandum has to provide written notice to the other party three months before termination.
